One topic will be the desirability of forming an
International Association for Iyengar Yoga to help look after affairs of mutual interest but
that are not always easily dealt with by one Association acting independently in its own
country. An International Association could make information on teacher training, work-
shops, professional development and, in particular, information about the Iyengars readily
available and on a truly global basis. But a principal benefit would be the ability to present
a properly professional face to the world on the many aspects of yoga and yoga teaching.
With its global reach, an International Associations would be better placed to help its mem-
bers, both as both individuals and associations, develop to their fullest potentials.
